Level 2 – Intermediate training programme
· Projects: Music Theatre Boot Camp – individual skills training (Easter)

· DURATION: 7 days

· COST: £450

· During the programme you will receive almost 70 hours of intensive training which works out at approx. £6 per hour (including accommodation and catering expenses)

1. CALCULATING YOUR FUNDRAISING TARGET
-The first thing you have to do is work out your final total cost of the MT4Uth project. It is important to be realistic when compiling your final total to ensure that you raise enough money. 

Add up ALL of the costs of taking part-making sure you include accommodation if the project takes place in a theatre far from your home.

2. ESTABLISH YOUR TIME UNTIL PAYMENT IS DUE

It can be easier to divide your total target into the amount of days/weeks/months left until the payment is due.
e.g. – if you have ten weeks until payment and your total cost is £450 (Level 2 programme) you divide 450 by 10 giving you a weekly target of £45.
-To aid your progress use this fundraising chart to give you something to aim towards. You may find that it helps to motivate you in your fundraising activities!

3. RESEARCH POSSIBLE SOURCES OF FUNDING
a) Friends and family: Rather than just asking for a small donation from family members, you could organise a sponsored activity with which they could join in and get sponsored or sponsor you themselves. You could also ask to do odd jobs around the house in return for payment. Similarly you could offer to help in a friend or family member’s group or organisation they belong to, e.g. Rotary Club, dance classes, church groups, unions, etc., in return for payment.
b) Schools/Colleges: With the help of your friends and teachers you can organise a bake sale, or a tuck shop. You could also ask your teachers to sponsor you in a sponsored activity e.g. sponsored silence. The Local Education Authority (LEA) also has some funds to support students working at a level of excellence in the Arts. Contact the Director of Education for advice.
c) Local Business’: If you already have a job you can ask your employer to put a collection box somewhere at the workplace. You can also ask your employer or any other local business if they would be willing to sponsor you, or at least donate goods for a raffle.
d) Charitable Trusts and Foundations: Ask in your local library for books on “Grant-making trusts” and you will see that there are many trusts and foundations out there that are willing to support individuals in need. Then all you need to do is pick out the trust you want! The Princes trust for example will give a grant to anyone over 14 who are at a disadvantage. The directory of Social Change lists organisations that give small grants in all areas of the UK. NB Trusts and Foundations only meet every few months, so you should contact them as soon as possible.
e) Local press and Radio Stations: Contact your local newspapers and radio stations and ask if they will do a feature or article on what you’re doing and your efforts to raise money; it is useful to offer them a photograph. You could also advertise any sponsored activity or raffle you are doing in this way.
